The Shiraz is crushed on taphefViognier
from the same vineyard, which has been lightly sgedgor
blending with the RunRig. The blend of fruit is theo-fermented
and later the wine matured for 18 months in 2 Yar ydd French

barrels that had been previously used for RunRig.
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
